Prerequisites and specific admission requirements 
Applicants are required to have passed foundation and continuation level courses, and to have been awarded a minimum of 60 ECTS in war studies or an equivalent subject. 

Major Subject: War Studies 

Successive progression: G2E 

Progressive Level Supplementary course 

Course Content and Structure: 
The course aims to develop the students' ability to make independent and critical assessments, and to independently identify, formulate and solve problems in the field of war studies. It also aims improve their ability to identify and evaluate relevant research findings, to keep up with developments in the field of knowledge and to develop the ability to exchange knowledge with people without specialist knowledge in that field. 

The course consists of two modules: Module 1: Methodology, (3 ECTS) 

The first module consists of a methodology course which focuses on the various methodological approaches used in war studies, and, where the fundamental techniques and research process in its various stages are discussed. Classes are conducted through lectures and seminars. 

Module 2: Independent Project / Undergraduate Thesis (15 ECTS) 

The second module requires the student to formulate a research problem and to design, conduct and defend a short research project in the form of an undergraduate thesis. The student is required to independently conduct this study based on their own selection and design in consultation with a supervisor (they may not collaborate with others on the completion of their thesis). They are also required to defend their thesis at a seminar and to act as an opponent to a thesis produced by a fellow-student. Instruction is primarily in the form of seminars and through individual supervision.
Learning Outcomes 
Upon completion of the course students are expected to have acquired: 
- knowledge of applicable research methods in the field of war studies. - the ability to independently identify and formulate a relevant research problem relating to war studies. - the ability to independently define, develop and implement a minor research project with relevance to the war studies theories and issues and apply appropriate research methods. - the ability to give oral and written presentations and discuss information, theoretical problems and solutions. 

Assessment and Examination: 
Module 1: Methodology (3 ECTS) 

Students are assessed on the basis of effective and active participation in a seminar. 

Module 2: Independent Project / Undergraduate Thesis (15 ECTS) 

Students are assessed on the basis of active participation in a series of seminars. They are also assessed on their ability to conduct a public defence of their thesis and a act as an opponent in a public discussion of a fellow-student’s thesis. The examiner reserves the right to require supplementary work from a student in the case that they do not achieve a passing grade. 

Grading: 
Grades are awarded on a three-point scale: VG = Pass with merit 

G = Pass U = Fail 

To obtain the grade pass (G) students are required to pass both modules 1 and 2. To obtain the grade of pass with merit (VG) students must have a minimum of pass on module 1, and pass with merit on module 2.

In the event that this course is discontinued, or its components substantially altered, students have the right to be examined based on this syllabus for three subsequent semesters. 

Miscellaneous: 
The course is conducted during the Officers’ Programme. 

Course evaluations are carried out on completion of the course through the agencies of the course coordinator and may act as a basis for revisions of the course.

Summary.

The purpose of the IP is to enhance knowledge and skills of participants through the implementation of an interdisciplinary program (connecting aviation training, technical, operational and organizational aspects), developed in the framework of ﬁve EU countries and considered as the great value of the IP. To achieve the objectives of the course there was built international partnership that will bring specialist experience, knowledge and skills. 

The course aims to increase the mobility of students and teaching staff from universities (in terms of qualitative and quantitative), to promote European higher education area and to facilitate access to innovative tools for lifelong learning (e-learning course.) Thanks to the project there will be achieved the EU strategic objective: to increase competitiveness and efficiency of the EU economy, strengthening the EU’s population, based on advanced knowledge. The project will also contribute to achieving the Lisbon Strategy-development of education and training as a key priority for the EU. 

Due to recognized need of aviation organizations in the ﬁeld of qualiﬁed personnel, the implementation of the course will increase the labour market value of graduates of aviation and crisis management related majors and will continue to improve security and protection of people in crisis situations. During the course, participants will receive systematic knowledge (theoretical, practical - case studies with experts/practitioners such as Police Aviation, Medical Air Rescue, Air Force, Naval Aviation, Border Guard) connected to methods and operational capabilities of aviation in relation to safety and security of civilians. Some aspects of the problems of air traffic safety of state-owned and civil aviation in national and cross-border dimension will be developed as well as the development of strategic recommendations and best practices from IP partner states will be published in the Handbook, scientiﬁc journals, and course information booklet.

Student will get 4 ECTS points. The assumption is that stress will be put on seminar type classes. Lectures will be conducted by teachers from our consortium universities but also by practitioners from aviation related institution.

 

Work programme.
The duration of the IP is 14 days: from 01.07.2012 till 14.07.2012. There will be 10 working days, 2 for arrival and departure and 2 for weekend cultural activities. 

Students have to participate in the IP for its entire duration.

01.07.12. – Arrival, administrative activity

02.07.12. – Initial test for students (for course effectiveness evaluation purpose) – 1 hour, module of introductory classes on aviation employment for citizen security and safety – 6 teaching hours

03.07.12. – Module of classes on aviation employment during disaster response  - 6H

04.07.12. – Module of classes on aviation employment for public safety – 6H

05.07.12. – Module of classes on aviation employment in the fire services – 6H

06.07.12. – Module of seminars on aviation employment for public safety and disaster response - at the police air unit in Krakow  - 6H

07 – 08.07.12 – cultural program

09.07.12. – Module of classes on aviation employment for medical rescue purpose – 6H

10.07.12. – Module of classes at the Polish Medical Air Rescue – 6H

11.07.12. – Module of classes on aviation employment for mountain rescue, air-sea rescue and environmental monitoring tasks – 6H

12.07.12. – Module of seminars at an organization conducting air-sea rescue and environmental monitoring tasks – Gdansk, 6H

13.07.12. – Module of classes summing up results of the IP (6 hours) and test (for the purpose of the IP effectiveness evaluation)

14.07.12. – Departure, administrative activity. 

 

Selection of students. 

Participants of the IP may be students of 1st and 2nd level study. Decision of selection procedure lies in every faculty. (It would be good to take into consideration such aspects as English proficiency, convergence of  the IP topic with chosen degree). As for selection there are two formal conditions to meet. Firstly, every eligible, interested student should have an access to selection process. Secondly, formal documents should be prepared that will be a prove of selection. They have to be kept in NDU for 5 years (along with other documents related to the organization and conduct of the IP). First document is a list  of students applying for the course. Second one is a report signed by a selection board, stating criteria of selection along with results of the process (names of students).

The target number for particular faculty is: FEM – 1, FVT – 3 (leading faculty), FVZ – 1. In case that no applicants occurs at some faculty, the leading faculty has the right to fill remaining places.

Syllabus.

Aviation employment for citizen security and safety is a capacious term and the subjects presented in the Work Programme above are rather general in most cases. Thanks to that,  it gives a space to offer details in such way as it is convenient to us. We should think about detailed syllabus and start some brainstorming to complete it. 

Every university from the consortium will be responsible for some individual field or fields of the IP interest. This is so called “lead institution”. Apart from this NDU will be able to organize the most suitable support from aviation organization outside the consortium. Individual leading institutions are: are:  

1.      1) NDU Warsaw; 2) University of Defence, Brno;

2.      Aviation in mountain rescue – Faculty of Aeronautics, TUKE, Košice; 

3.      Employment of police aviation – University of Defence, Brno;

4.      Aviation employment to conduct air-sea rescue and environmental monitoring tasks       1) Estonian Aviation Academy, Tartu; 2) The General Jonas Zemaitis Military Academy of Lithuania, Vilnius; 3) NDU Warsaw.

 

As for organizational matter, the structure of  a module generally will be: 

1. lecture (2 hours)

2. seminar (2H) – to present national solutions with implications, organizational aspects, technical aspects, road map etc. 

3. seminar/exercise/case study/discussion (2H) – national experience on the base of examples and outcomes achieved some conclusions etc.

Lectures will be delivered by teacher(s) from lead institution(s). During every module students from every country would have an opportunity to present national solutions and approach to deal with specific task for public safety and security, assets employed, organizational matters, good practices and so on. After that, directed by teachers they would sum up, draw some conclusions, point out the best practices, proposals of change etc. 

 

Selected students should conduct 40-60 hours of self-study before the actual IP. Firstly, this is a condition we have gotten in the assessment of the IP that will actually allow granting students 4 ECTS points. Apart from that, the self-study seems to be necessary because it will be a preparatory activity for seminars in Warsaw. Syllabus for self-study will be developed in detail as soon as syllabus of the actual IP is finished because they seam to be connected with each other. On the one hand, details of self-study syllabus to reflect national reality will lie in leading faculty (FVT) and would be specified later. On the other hand, the frames of self-study is in generally standardized: to reach some common level of understanding of the basics. Maybe it would be good to start with some general issues but reflecting every country reality (crisis management, crisis management system, types of disasters and hazards, types of aviation for public safety and their assets employed, tasks conducted etc.) and then to go to specific tasks conducted for public safety and security as well as national approach to deal with them along with some selected case study. 

 
The financial support.

The financial support covers 2 categories of costs: 

1.      Travel costs - will be accounted for on the basis of the real costs incurred, but without insurance. Lump sum is possible e.g. for car drivers
